DOWNEY - Circus Vargas
raised its big top over Downey
this weekend, officially kicking
off a three week stay in the city.

The Circus returns after the
Covid-19 pandemic forced it into
an over-a-year hiatus on live
performances.

Katya Arata-Quiroga, owner,
said that the circus is “excited to
be back.”

“It’s been a long time
coming,” said Arata-Quiroga.
“Hopefully, we are back better
than ever. We have a new tent,
new seating, new lighting. We
have a new show; the show has
not been seen yet in LA at all.”

The show, entitled “Mr. V’s
Big Top Dream,” pays homage
to Circus founder Clifford E.

“I think, most of all, it’s
that they’re happy with seeing
things that they don’t normally
see, that excitement feeling,”
said Lester. “When you come
to the circus, you know you’re
going to see things you don’t
see at home. We’re satisfied if
they enjoyed the whole show,
and that’s the whole point of the
show, to make people smile.”

Mariella Quiroga, trapeze
artist, said that people “have
been wanting to go out.”

“With having everything
closed for so long, being home,
I feel like everyone is really
excited to have the circus back in
their life,” said Quiroga. “We’ve
had a great experience with our
audience so far.”

She added that she loves the
intimacy of this year’s show.

“We try to include the whole
audience in the show so they feel
like they’re part of the show,”
said Quiroga. “Our main goal
is to make people happy and
help them forget the everyday
struggles; that when they come
to the circus, they’re just amazed
by what’s going on and they can
forget about their troubles and
just have a nice few hours with
their family.”

Circus Vargas has set up
their tent in the Stonewood
Center parking lot closest to
Firestone Boulevard, and will be
performing most days through
Sept. 12.

Tickets can be purchased
online or at the box office,
ranging in price from S12 to $70,
with children age 2 and under
free.

Razorbacks are ready
for football again

m Downey Youth Football
opens its 2021-22 season on
Sept. 11, continuing its long
tradition in Downey.

DOWNEY - After nearly
two years of uncertainty due
to the pandemic, the Downey
Razorbacks are ready to return to
the normalcy of a football field.

Downey  Youth  Football
(DYF), also known as the
Razorbacks, was established in
1958 and incorporated as a 501
(c) 3 not for profit organization
on April 17, 1961 as Downey
Pop Warner Football, Inc. DYF
played its inaugural season as
a fully incorporated non-profit
corporation in 1961.

DYF is the original youth
football and cheer program in the
City of Downey and was formed
to teach the youth (ages 5-14) the
fundamentals of sportsmanship,
team work, and citizenship
within the confines of the game
of football under a structured
setting. DYF has been doing this
effectively since 1958 and will
celebrate its 61st Anniversary
season in 2021.

With 61 years as a program,
the Razorbacks are the longest
standing youth football and cheer
program not only in Downey but
in the surrounding area.

“We are proud of our tradition
and the strength of our program
is attributed to our strong
organizational structure and
diversity,” said Louis Morales, the
organization’s president. “We
owe the success of our program
to all the volunteers and parents
that possess Downey pride and
have chosen to be a loyal part of
our rich tradition.”

DYF was an  original
member of the King Conference
Football Association (the “King
Conference”). The first Board of
Directors for DYF in 1961, which
also served as the Executive
Board, were: Richard C. Engles,
President, Arthur W.
Elmer, Vice President, Cecil W.
Sutton, Athletic Director, Jack
B. Campbell, Secretary, and Max
Hogue, Treasurer.

Richard C. Engles served as
the first President of DYF. Mr.
Engles is known as the founding
father of DYF and served as

president of the organization for
acombined 12 years. He remained
active in the organization as a
board member for over 45 years
until his untimely death in 2004.

King Conference (Pop Warner
Days) and Jr. All American

DYF was an original member
of the King Conference which
was part of National Pop Warner.
DYF was a member of the King
Conference for 29 years.

In 1990, with the decline in
popularity of Pop Warner and the
King Conference, DYF joined the
Orange County Jr. All American
Conference (“OCJAAF”), which
was and is an independent local
conference. DYF joined this
conference and was a member of
OCJAAF for 10 years.

In 1999, the DYF board of
directors ended its affiliation
with OCJAAF. DYF felt that the
OCJAAF lost focus on the youth
and did not put the best interest
of the children first. In addition,
the OCJAAF did not allow
cheerleaders to fully stunt in their
routines and at competitions,
which  limited cheerleader’s
creativity and ability to compete
in outside competitions and

properly prepare for high school
cheerleading.

In 2000, DYF joined the
San Gabriel Valley Jr. All
American Football Conference
(“SGVJAAFC”) also an
independent conference. DYF
was a member of the SGVJAAFC
for three years through the 2002
season. Lack of regional and
national competition led the
board of directors of DYF to seek
membership with a conference
that was part of a national
organization with a clear focus on
the children.

Pacific Coast Conference and
American Youth Football
(2003-2019)

In 2003, in an effort to
achieve the goal of being part
of a national organization, DYF
became a member of the Pacific
Coast Conference (the “PCC”).
The PCC was a Los Angeles
County based conference that left
Pop Warner in 2000 to become
a member of American Youth
Football (“AYE”).

The PCC helped with the
creation of AYF, which at one
time became the largest national
youth football organization in the

world, represented in all 50 states
and in 13 countries. The National
Football League recognized this
firm commitment and named
AYF a national youth partner of
the NFL.

American Youth Football was
started by former NFL greats such
as Bill Walsh, former head coach
of the San Francisco 49ers and
creator of the West Coast offense.
Former NFL assistant coach of
the NY Giants, Joe Galant serves
as the president for American
Youth Football.

At Rancho, patients

DOWNEY - Life after a
traumatic spinal cord injury
is anything but simple. There
are countless obstacles to
overcome, questionsthatneed
answers, and a completely
new way of learning to
physically navigating life.

For many, the support
they receive after their injury
ends when they leave the
hospital and sadly, they are
left on their own to deal with
the challenges of what comes
next.

Luckily, Rancho
Los Amigos National
Rehabilitation Center offers
a Spinal Cord Injury (SCI)

Support Group in Dboth
English and Spanish to help
patients meet these new

challenges head on and with
the support of those who
have had similar experiences.
Funded by the Rancho Los
Amigos Foundation, the
SCI support group is led by
Robert Rohan, supervisor
of the KnowBarriers peer-
mentoring and life-coaching
program at Rancho, and an
individual living with a SCI
himself. For the last ten
years, Robert has fostered a
safe space where participants
can let down their guard and
speak openly about living
with a spinal cord injury.

Dr. Charlotte Sykora,
a Clinical Psychologist at
Rancho who oversees the
program, is grateful that
“(Robert) is a leader who
provides support, knows
about a million resources,
and has made the SCI support
group a safe place for people
to meet, socialize, vent,
problem-solve, and adjust.

Thanks to his work and
the support of the Rancho
Foundation, the group has
continued to grow over the
years.”

During the pandemic, the
traditional in-person meetings
have transitioned seamlessly into
at-home virtual sessions, and
with that, the support group has
been able to expand to help and
engage those who may no longer
live in Southern California.
Current support group attendees
come from all over California,
Colorado, Arizona, and even
Mexico. Considering that many
of the group’s members rely on
public transportation, current
plans for the support group are to
maintain virtual meetings even
once in-person meetings are
permissible again.

As beneficial as the support
group is for SCI survivors, often
their family members find just
as much help and support in
the meetings through being
encouraged to attend and
participate as well.

Here they can better learn
about what their loved one is
experiencing and how they
can be a source of support. In
addition to the support groups
being open to family members,
special guests such as therapists,
physicians, and  wheelchair

experts are invited to attend in
order to provide resources, offer
assistance, and answer questions.

Most recently, Rancho’s own
Dr. Dennis Wong facilitated a QA
session with the support group to
answer questions regarding the
COVID-19 vaccine and the benefit
of being vaccinated.

Ray Pizzaro, patient advocate,
KnowBarriers peer-mentor, and
former Rancho patient, currently
leads the Spanish-speaking
support group with his 15+ years
of mentorship experience.

When  summarizing the
benefits of these support group
meetings, Ray shared, “I have
28 years of personal experience
living with a spinal-cord injury,
but through my time with
everyone I now have more than
300 individual’s life experiences
and to this day I’m still learning
from them as much as they are
from me. This is why the spinal-
cord injury support group is so
invaluable.”

The AYF Motto of “Giving
Back” fell in line with the goals
and objectives of DYF.

After meeting and
interviewing over five
conferences, DYF decided to

join SCEYFL-AAU. The SCEYFL
conference is a member of
National AAU and is comprised
of 27 Associations located
throughout Southern California.
This gives our youth maximum
exposure as they represent the
City of Downey on a weekly basis
through an expanded area.

AAU is a national program
and provides the opportunity
for regional, state, and national
championship play in an
equitable setting for both football
and cheer. The expanded play
minimizes the need for teams to
play in invitational tournaments.

DYF Structure

DYF is governed by a board of
directors,which electsa president
and executive board of directors,
which serve staggered two-
year terms so that institutional
knowledge is maintained. The
board of directors meet monthly
throughout the year to plan,
maintain and improve the youth
football and cheer experience in
the City of Downey.

Registration kicks off on the
2nd Wednesday in March at the
annual “Back to Football Night”
where returning players receive
registration discounts. Regular
registration starts in April and
takes place on Saturdays through
the first week in June.

Practices start in late July
and DYF provides on loan all

the necessary equipment to the
players. When official practice
begins, all practices take place
Monday through Friday from 6-8
pm.

As teams prepare for the
first game, which is typically on
the first Saturday in September
after Labor Day, many events
and activities take place. One
notable event is the DYF parent
appreciation/pep  rally/bonfire/
raffle, which is held on the
Thursday prior to the first game.
On this day DYF provides free
food to all the parents while the
players are practicing. At the
conclusion of practice, the event
begins with the pep rally, bonfire
and raffle, and culminates with
the introduction of the nominees
for the Razorbacks Hall of Fame.

The first game for 2021 is
scheduled for Sept. 11, 2021 and
there are eight regular season
games, which are always played
on Saturdays. DYF hosts four
home games, which are played at
Downey and Warren high schools
respectively at all levels.

DYF has a strict code
of conduct and follows the
principles of Character Counts
and Victory with Honor. All
parents are required to sign a
Code of Conduct and all coaches
go through a background check
and are required to take coach
training courses and be CPR
certified.

DYF offers 5 levels of play for
boys and ages 5 through 14 in the
following age categories:

- 6U flag football; 8U; 10U,
12U; and 14U

While football and
cheerleading may not be in the
future for all participants, what
they learn while with DYF is the
importance of discipline, respect,
and teamwork. Players that
choose to play football in high
school typically have an impact
with the teams where they have
the opportunity to apply their
DYF experience. Ninety percent
of DYF cheerleaders that try out

for high school cheerleading
make the cheer squad.

Razorbacks Hall of Fame

DYF recognizes the vyouth
both on and off the field and
established a Hall of Fame
program acknowledging
players/cheerleaders for their
commitment and dedication. The
Hall of Fame mission is to honor
our participants, promote our
history, and celebrate excellence.

Eligibility for the Hall of
Fame is earned by participants
that have played or cheered for
the Razorbacks continuously
from the Flag level (5/6 year old)
through their 8th grade year
(13-14 yr. old). The inductees
meeting this criteria are judged
to be outstanding and epitomize
Commitment, Integrity, Courage,
Respect, and Excellence.

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Local control matters —

rgject SB 9

Picture your neighborhood without yards. Now picture homes
built approximately four feet from one another, and with an extra
three units stacked on your single-family property. Regardless of
where you live. Regardless of local zoning restrictions. This could be
California’s future if some in the legislature have their way.

California’s Legislature is advancing its latest attempt to solve
the state’s lack of affordable housing with Senate Bill 9 (Atkins), a
measure that would fundamentally change neighborhoods across
California and strip cities of their local control over zoning.

If approved, SB 9 will eliminate single-family-residential
zoning in the state and enable four-unit, high-density development
statewide. It would trade single-family homes for seas of duplexes
and displace localities from shaping the future of their communities.
Because the bill would keep cities from governing their own
local zoning, community members would be forced to trek up to
Sacramento to advocate for their neighborhood concerns—an option
only available to very few residents.

Big tech and other corporate interests have been pushing a Yes
In My Backyard (YIMBY) agenda for years, funneling money into
efforts to strip communities of control over their futures. Their
interests are focused on creating a housing supply that they believe
will reduce housing costs.

Unfortunately, the bill creates a potentially massive increase in
housing units while not addressing a fundamental responsibility
of all cities: basic infrastructure. Streets, parking, water supplies,
power and sewer systems have been installed and maintained
over decades with a presumption of the nature of the housing and
development that would fit into single-family-residential zoned
neighborhoods.

A sweeping change to zoning would dramatically increase the
demand placed on sewer systems and tax our already troubled-
and now drought-stricken-water supplies. SB 9’s narrow-focused
pursuit of housing-supply-at-all-costs ignores the fundamental
basics that make homes functional: running water, flushing toilets
and lights that turn on when needed. Issues that Sacramento doesn’t
have to solve-cities do.

Cities are not the barrier to California’s housing supply.
Hundreds of cities from across the state have been implementing
innovative programs and stretching what few low-income housing
funds they have to create affordable housing options. Indeed, cities
would be further along in the game had California Redevelopment
Agencies not been eliminated in 2011.

Redevelopment agencies were the single largest source of low-
income housing funds in California-and while redevelopment

What is Senate Bill 92

SB 9 would allow up to 4 units and a total of 8 market-rate units to
be built on lots that are currently zoned for single family housing
only, with no limit on the number of parcels used for this purpose
in any neighborhood.

The housing bill was passed by the California Assembly last week
and by the Senate earlier this year. It now awaits Governor Gavin
Newsom’s signature, who has until October 10 to sign or veto the
measure.

How did our local representatives vote?

Assemblymember Cristina Garcia and state Sen. Bob Archuleta
both voted in favor of the legislation.

agencies were eliminated by the Legislature, the Legislature took
no action to create a replacement fund for low-income housing.
Now their solution is to eliminate single-family-residential zoning,
stripping city governments from controlling their own jurisdictions.

California needs rational CEQA reforms, a funding source for
low-income housing, an in-depth review of the impacts of Wall
Street’s housing investments and a more thorough understanding of
international capital flows driving demand for housing in California.

Our challenge is not entirely a supply-side question-it is a
demand-side pressure that we should understand before taking the
drastic step of eliminating the California dream. Otherwise, we are
likely implementing a policy that will benefit billionaire investors
from overseas and in New York-not the Californians who choose to
live, work and contribute to their communities.

Cities are ready to be pragmatic partners in the pursuit of
resolving California’s affordable housing crisis, but we cannot
support policies that sideline local decision-makers and our
communities in this debate. Cities are the most trusted level of
government-and representative democracy has proven that cities
deliver for communities and are responsive to the needs of residents.

We hear the people on this, we stand behind the local leaders
elected by their communities and we know that throwing out local
control over land-use policies is not the answer to California’s
affordable housing issues. Collaboration with local leaders is.

AB 701 will crush economic
opportunity in California

Our country’s economy is in the midst of a historic recovery.
Sparked by consumers with trillions in excess savings and the
pandemic-induced necessity of online shopping, these consumers are
driving e-commerce to new heights and pushing retailers to expand
fulfillment capabilities. According to recent forecasts, e-commerce
will account for over 25 percent of all retail sales in this country by
2025. And California could be poised to reap the rewards.

In Southern California’s Inland Empire, known for its warehouses,
the first two quarters of this year were among the busiest in history,
and commercial property vacancy rates last quarter hit record lows. As
our state continues to expand our GDP, create new jobs, and prioritize
economic growth, ensuring that we do not chase away this booming
sector should be a priority.

Our state is fortunate to be home to two of our nation’s busiest
ports; the Port of Los Angeles and the Port of Long Beach. This
advantage, combined with the growing demand for industrial real
estate in Southern California’s Inland Empire, creates countless
economic opportunities for the state. However, there are lawmakers
in Sacramento who are currently working to crush these economic
opportunities, opportunities that would provide working-class
Californians with stable, good-paying jobs.

Currently, there is a bill making its way through the state
legislature, which would effectively gut the warehouse and fulfillment
industry in our state. While this bill, Assembly Bill 701 (AB 701), was
created with the intention of protecting warehouse workers, it fails
to create a single new protection. Drafted to ensure that employers
no longer implement harmful quotas that disregard the health and
safety of an employee, the bill’s sponsors fail to acknowledge that if
an employer were to implement dangerous quotas today, they would
already be violating existing California law.

While AB 701 is redundant and ineffective at what it was designed
to do, it would be extremely effective at pushing California’s existing
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businesses out of the state and simultaneously discouraging new
businesses from entering. Given the economic opportunities associated
with warehouses and fulfillment centers that currently exist, and the
even greater ones that are projected to develop due to e-commerce in
the coming years, passing this bill would be a serious mistake.

By putting an unnecessary burden on our warehouse employers,
which will encourage many businesses to leave the state, AB 701 would
also lead to job loss for many working-class Californians. By chasing
away employers that provide blue-collar jobs, our state’s lawmakers
will be responsible for further marginalizing under-represented and
lower-income communities that depend on these vocations. Trading
good-paying, reliable jobs that do not require a degree, for rules and
regulations that create no new protections for warehouse workers, is a
poor decision no matter how you frame it.

Our state’s lawmakers must look to the future and prioritize
creating laws that are effective, non-redundant, and set our state
up for economic success in the future. Warehouses and fulfillment
centers are a blossoming industry and one that can provide stable
and good-paying jobs for years to come. For this reason, I urge our
elected officials in Sacramento to seriously consider the long-term
consequences of AB 701 and work to ensure that this flawed bill does
not become law.

Who does Trujillo represent?

Dear Editor:

Since being elected, Los Angeles County District Attorney George
Gascon has abandoned crime victims and their families. Gascén has
disregarded the rule of law and weakened lawful sentencing requirements
for the most violent criminals, including murderers, armed robbers and
rapists. Gascon’s new policies treat career and repeat violent offenders as
if they had never committed a crime, ignoring public safety laws approved
by the people. Gascon has even reduced sentences on hate crimes, gun
crimes, and gang crimes

At the Downey City Council meeting of Aug. 24, the interim
police chief made an excellent presentation, showing a comparison
of the number of arrests and charges filed in 2020 versus 2021. Her
presentation showed that although the Downey Police Department
continues to do their job of arresting individuals who break the law, of
the cases submitted to the District Attorney’s office between January
- July 2021, 40.5% of those were rejected. Looking solely at narcotics
related cases, of the 86 filed, 78 or 90.7%, were rejected.

In addition, under Gascén’s new directives, no criminal charges are
filed on misdemeanor cases, with the exception of a few, when there is a
repeat offense within 24 months. Misdemeanor offences include trespass,
driving with a suspended license, driving without a license, disturbing the
peace, drug and paraphernalia possession, under the influence of drugs,
minor in possession of alcohol, drinking in public / public intoxication,
loitering, loitering for purpose of prostitution, resisting arrest, criminal
threats. How can anyone say that our cities are safe when offenders in
many cases are only getting a written citation. How is not prosecuting
individuals for crimes committed keeping our cities safe?

It has become clear that Councilman Mario Trujillo supports the new
policies of Gascén, and as he “interrogated” the interim police chief
during her presentation, his focus was to show that despite the new
directives, the Downey Police Department continues to do their job.
What Mr. Trujillo did not address was the lack of consequences the new
directives have created. Offenders are either only getting a citation, not
being prosecuted, and of those who are prosecuted, they are getting the
lightest possible sentence. In June 2021, Sheriff Alex Villanueva reported
that homicides in Los Angeles County were up 95% over the same period
in 2020, he attributes this to “less cops, more crooks, less consequences”.

Mr. Trujillo has miserably failed the community of Downey that he
was elected to represent, he continues to ignore the dangers of Gascon’s
new directives. He continues to ignore the various requests from Downey
residents to have a vote of no confidence by the Downey City Council on
Gascon’s directives. Shame on you, Mr. Trujillo, we will not forget.

And the
leading candidate, Larry Elder, would undermine all the good progress
that California has made in battling COVID-19. He would “repeal mask
mandates on day one,” and try to send us down the path of the disasters
in Florida and Texas.

And for me, the final question is this: do we believe in democracy, or
not? This recall process is fundamentally undemocratic. Under the current
recall process, it is possible for the sitting governor to be removed, even
though she/he receives significantly more votes than the person selected
as a replacement. In other words, Newsom, with 49% approval votes,
might be replaced by a person who only received 30% of the replacement
votes. How is this democracy?

If a credible challenger can defeat the incumbent, let him or her do so
in a democratic election. The people fairly elected Newsom, let the people
fairly elect the next governor in 2022.

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Officials hope battery-electric
trucks will help reduce emissions
along 710 corridor

m A fleet of battery-powered
trucks are hitting the streets
in compliance with new state
emissions standards.

SOUTH GATE - The South
Coast Air Quality Management
District is leading a landmark
effort along with the California
Air Resources Board (CARB)
and the California Energy
Commission (CEC) to deploy 100
battery-electric regional haul and
drayage trucks across California.

The battery-electric trucks
will be deployed through a
partnership with NFI Industries
and trucking company Schneider.

The project, known as Joint
Electric Truck Scaling Initiative,
or JETSI, is the largest commercial
deployment of battery-electric
trucks in North America to date,
helping to significantly increase
the number of zero-emission
heavy-duty trucks available for
goods movement while achieving
necessary emission reductions.

This is the first battery-
electric truck project jointly
financed by CARB and the CEC,
and the largest investment of its
kind.

“We are proud to be a part
of this historic initiative here in
Southern California,” said South
Coast AQMD Board Member
Gideon Kracov. “The agency has
always been aleader in innovative
collaborations that help advance
zero-emission  transportation
and protect the health of our
communities.”

The project is poised to reduce
five tons of pollutants such

as nitrogen oxides (NOx) and
particulate matter (PM) annually
along Southern California’s I-710
corridor, as well as eliminate
8,247 metric tons of greenhouse
gas emissions.

Connecting the San Pedro

Bay Port complex to inland
distribution centers and
warehouses, the I[-710 sees

more than twice the average Los
Angeles freeway truck traffic
and accounts for 20% of all PM
emissions in Southern California.

The JETSI project will inform
large fleets on the capabilities of
battery-electric trucks to ensure
the emission reductions achieved
are sustainable and improve the
air quality for communities most
impacted.

“Projects like JETSI are
needed to help accelerate the
large-scale manufacturing of
zero—emission  trucks.  They
also demonstrate to other fleet
operators how zero-emission
technologies are commercially
competitive, especially when it
comes to cost savings on fuel and
maintenance,” said CARB Chair
Liane Randolph.

“Putting more of these trucks
on our roads and highways as
soon as we can is a primary goal
of the Newsom administration,

and crucial to cleaning up the air
in communities adjacent to our
ports and along the highways
now crammed with diesel-
powered trucks.”

Project partners Daimler
Trucks North America and
Volvo Trucks North America will
produce and deliver the Class 8
battery-electric trucks (BETS)
for deployment in Schneider and
NFI’s Southern California fleet
operations.

Operating almost exclusively
in disadvantaged communities,
the zero-emission trucks will
replace the equivalent of more
than 690,000 diesel-gallons
annually while helping to
accelerate commercialization
of heavy-duty battery-electric
vehicles across the market.

“We are proud to support
JETSI,” said CEC Commissioner
Patty Monahan. “Not only will
this create good paying jobs, it
will reduce diesel pollution and
improve air quality for residents

disproportionately impacted by
transportation emissions.
“Thisprojectisdemonstrating
to the world how electric trucks
can deliver goods efficiently
while zeroing out pollution.”

DTNA will deliver 80 battery-
electric Freightliner eCascadias,
the company’s first all-electric
commercial Class 8 truck, to
both Schneider (50 trucks) and
NFI (30 trucks). Schneider will
deploy the 50 eCascadias within
its intermodal operations in
Southern California.

Volvo will deliver another
20 VNR Electric trucks, an all-
electric Class 8 model that the
company commercialized in late
2020, to NFI.

With the deployment of a
combined 50 BETs at its Ontario
facility, NFI will operate the
first 100% zero-emission freight
logistics fleet in California.

Through the JETSI project, NFI
and Schneider will collectively
install ~ significant  charging
infrastructure (50 chargers total),
warehouse upgrades, on-site
energy storage and rooftop solar,
resulting in more than $16.8
million of regional economic

activity from associated
construction costs.

Over 20 project partners
representing charging
equipment manufacturers,
infrastructure providers,
nonprofit organizations,

technology suppliers and more
will collaborate on the eight-
year project to ensure all aspects
of fleet electrification are
considered.

The project was funded with
$26.98 million from CARB’s
California Climate Investments
Initiative and the CEC’s Clean
Transportation Program, $5.43
million from South Coast AQMD,
as well as $41.37 million in
funding from project partners.

Former players will come
from throughout the western
states to join in paying homage
and thanking Peritore for his
lessons on the game and in life.

Among those attending the
dinner is Phil Meyer, a hitting
and pitching star who signed
with the Philadelphia Phillies
organization after a storied
three-sport career at Pius X
High School. Meyer explained
Peritore’s success didn’t come by
accident.

“If you were on a team
that Fred coached, you were
expected to commit yourself to a
packed schedule of summertime
practices interspersed between
the league and all-star games
that would consume time that
would bleed into the latter stages
of one school year and usually end
just before another one began,”
said Meyer.

“As I can only speak for
myself, I can say that I’ve been
lucky enough to learn a thing
or two from nearly every coach
that I’ve been linked with. I
was able to see, though second-
hand, the tactical genius that
Cerritos’ coach Wally Kincaid
would display in  practice
sessions, as well as numerous
coaches at a professional level,
but the measurement of myself
as a ballplayer as a result of an
association, from beginning to
end, was never greater than it
was with Fred.”

Jack Harrington, another
pitching star of Peritore teams,
echoes Meyer’s sentiments.
Harrington pitched for two
collegiate Hall of Fame coaches,
Cerritos’ Wally Kincaid and
USC’s Rod Dedeaux.

Peritore moved with his family to
Downey in 1954.

“It took me a year to get used
to California,” said Peritore, an
avid stick ball player in New York,
who was shocked to find the game
didn’t exist on the West Coast. He
also got into fights when his new
classmates made fun of his New
York accent.

In 1956 Peritore played in
what was then called the Middle
Leagues and later became the
Babe Ruth League. He had quite a
season, leading the league in RBIs
and making the all-star team as
center fielder.

“It was the only time I actually
thought I might be a professional
ball player,” Peritore said.

The next year, however,
he played junior varsity ball at
Downey High. The competition
was better, and he didn’t enjoy
a great year. It probably was just
as well he wasn’t playing varsity
that year. It was Wally Kincaid’s
final year as Downey’s head coach
before he founded the baseball
program at Cerritos.

“l was terrified of him,”

Peritore admitted.

Although baseball was his
true love, Peritore joined his
classmates every Friday night
to cheer on the likes of Randy
Meadows, Dallas Moon and Pete
Yoder as Downey won consecutive
CIF football championships.

After graduation from
Downey High in 1958, Peritore
enrolled at Long Beach State.
After two years, he left school,
accepted a job at Downey’s
North American Rockwell and
embarked on his coaching career.
His first endeavor was as a Pony
League assistant coach. A season
later he became a Pony manager,
leading his teams to three
straight winning seasons, going
18-21in 1963.

Peritore and most of the
players he knew from Pony
League, moved up to Colt League
in 1964, and Fred’s Giants won
the L.A. County Tournament of
Champions behind Harrington’s
two no-hitters. After one
additional season in Colt League,
Peritore and company moved up
to Connie Mack ball the following
year and won the Metropolitan

League championship with Meyer
hitting a cool .510.

Peritore left both coaching
and his Rockwell job to return to
Long Beach State and pursue his
dream of becoming a teacher. He
was hired as a history teacher at
Arcadia High School, and in the
spring of 1970, he became the
school’s frosh-soph coach. He
took over the junior varsity team
in 1971 for two years, posting
records of 23-0 and 21-2. He then
founded the Arcadia Astros, who
competed in the Senior Babe Ruth
League. His first team posted a
32-0 mark, giving Peritore a 97-3
record over a three-year span.
His teams won the Senior Babe
Ruth national championship in
1973 and 1977. Although Peritore
has retired both from teaching
and coaching, the Astros still
compete almost 50 years later.

Lucille Times,
unheralded civil rights
activist

Lucille Times, a civil rights
activist in Montgomery,
Alabama, who started a one-
woman bus boycott in 1955
shortly before Martin Luther
King Jr. took the boycott citywide
to protest Montgomery’s
discrimination against Black
Americans, died Aug. 16 at the
age of 100 from complications of
COVID-19.

In June 1955, six months
before Rosa Parks refused to give
up her seat on a Montgomery
bus, Lucille Times got into a
fistfight with that same bus
driver, James Blake, after he
reportedly tried to run her car off
the road.

Following the incident,
Times began driving to bus stops
around the city and offering
rides to Black citizens so they
wouldn’t have to take the bus.

The local cafe she and her
husband owned, the Times Cafe,
was a frequent meeting place
for civil rights leaders as they
planned the larger boycott that
soon followed, after Parks’s
arrest for defying Blake in
December 1955.

In 2017, Times’s story
reached a nationwide audience
when she appeared in a Facebook
video titled “Living History.”

Her role in fighting
segregation in Alabama reflected
a “remarkable, but undiscovered
piece of history” that was
unknown to many nationwide,
said Troy King, a former Alabama
attorney general and a friend of
Times.

“She was this larger-than-
life giant of the civil rights
movement who was living
in obscurity,” King told The
Washington Post.

Vivian Milligan,
clean water activist
featured on HBO

Vivian Milligan, a clean water
activist who prominently fought
for the cleanup of a New Jersey
Superfund site, died Aug. 26 at
age 70.

Milligan was a member of the
Turtle Clan of the Ramapough
Lenape tribe, some of whom live
in Ringwood, New Jersey. In the
1970s, the Ford Motor Company
dumped toxic waste, including

lead-based paint sludge, in a
Ringwood landfill, which was
later declared a Superfund site by
the EPA.

It was partially cleaned up,
but toxic materials still remained
in the ground. Over the years,
nearby Ramapough residents
were diagnosed with leukemia
and other health problems that
have been linked to the landfill.

Milligan led a fight to
have the landfill’s dangerous
materials fully removed,
advocating for a thorough
cleanup instead of the cap on the
landfill proposed by the EPA. She
was one of the leading advocates
for the cleanup, giving tours
of the site and speaking out at
public meetings on the subject.

In 2011, the HBO
documentary “Mann v. Ford”
told the story of the fight
to clean up the Ringwood
Superfund site; Milligan was
among the residents who was
featured in the documentary.

Jeanne Robertson,
popular humorist
on YouTube and radio

Jeanne Robertson, a
humorist who was known for her
wholesome stories of family life,
featured on YouTube and Sirius
XM, died Aug. 21 at her home in
Burlington, North Carolina at the
age of 77.

Robertson began her career

in public speaking as a young
woman, when she was crowned
Miss North Carolina 1963 and
went on to win Miss Congeniality
in the year’s Miss America
pageant.

She continued taking
speaking engagements after her
year as Miss North Carolina, in
addition to working as a physical
education teacher.

Robertson became the
president of the National
Speakers Association in 1985,
and later, the internet helped
her humor reach a wide
audience. Clips of her humorous
stories received millions of views
on YouTube and were played on
Sirius XM’s Blue Collar Comedy
and Family Comedy channels.

She was known for her folksy
stories and her southern drawl.
Among Robertson’s frequent

subjects was her husband, who
she called “Left Brain” in her
stories.

Robertson posted her most
popular YouTube video in 2009,
titled “Don’t Send a Man to the
Grocery Store,” which 12 years
later had registered more than 16
million views. In the video she
recounts writing out a shopping
list for her husband and
numbering the items needed.
He took the task literally,
thinking that the numbers were
quantities, and brought home
25 pounds of sugar and enough
flour to fill a storeroom.

“Twouldn’t feel comfortable
with the four-letter words and
the off-color stories, and my
mama would come up out of
her grave,” she said in a 2014
interview.
